There will be three separate streams of volunteers: a club support stream, a coaching stream and an officiating stream.  They will each receive training specific to their role.  

The officiating and club support training will take place at a residential weekend in Kettering at our National Volleyball Centre.  The officiating training involves undertaking the Grade 4 referees course and a 3-hour line judging course.  Volunteers will then undertake a number of officiating commitments for their club or even at national junior competitions.  The club support training will consist of a number of sessions including Club Mark training, website design, promoting clubs, sponsorship / fundraising and child protection.  Volunteers will then go on to help their club with aspects covered on the course which fit with what the club needs to do to progress.  

Potential coaches will undertake the Level 1 course (or the Level 2 or Level 3 course if applicable) at a location near them – a residential course may be run if appropriate or you might be provided with hotel accommodation to enable you to attend an existing course.  Coaches will then coach at their club.  

Don’t worry, Volleyball England and the club will give you full support with whatever you choose to undertake!

Travel expenses will be reimbursed, hotel accommodation provided if necessary and free kit given so the only thing you need to contribute is some of your time and skills!

Because the courses will cost Volleyball England over £200 per participant, we are asking for a deposit of £50 from the volunteer which will be returned after they have done 20 hours of volunteering.  Please get in touch if you are interested in taking part but would really struggle with this.
